Integrated Learning Specialist Program Overview

Alameda County Office of £ducation’s Integrated Learning Specialist Program offers a series of three
courses and electives that build leadership capacity for K-12 multipie subject teachers, single subject
teachers and teaching artists to support professional learning communities in schools and districts.
Educators can increase their professional capacity and earn an Integrated Learning Specialist Certificate
by completing the three core courses plus 30 hours of skills and discipline-based electives.

This program is a pioneering one for the ACOE, and particularly timely as California policy makers discuss
the need for new pathways for teacher leadership and mentorship. The Program cultivates leadership to
effect shifts in thinking and changes in individual teacher practice, as well as supporting professional
change towards a culture of collaboration, intentional integration, cngoing assessment and
documentation.

The integrated Learning Specialist Program supports teachers in the transition to Common Core State
Standards by giving them strategies, tools and resources to adapt their current curriculum to Common
Core, as well as developing teacher understanding of formative and summative performance
assessment design across disciplines. Participants gain practical knowledge and research-based tools to
implement culturally relevant curriculum, differentiate instruction, and make student learning visible.

First piloted in 2007-8, more than 370 educators (administrators, single and multiple subject teachers
and teaching artists) have participated in courses. 24% of participants have been administrators,

47% have been K-12 teachers, and 20% have been teaching artists. Thirty-four participants have earned
an Integrated Learning Specialist Certificate to date.

Participants have come from over half of our districts — Alameda, Albany, Berkeley, Castro Valley, Emery,
Hayward, Oakland, Piedmont, Pleasantcn and San Leandro and eleven counties — Alameda, Contra
Costa, Los Angeles, Marin, Napa, San Francisco, San Mateo, Solano, Santa Clara, Santa Barbara, San
Joaquin, and Yolo.

Through partnerships with Mills College and Lesley University, Integrated Learning Specialist Program
participants may earn Continuing Education Units as well as graduate units that apply to Lesley’s
Integrated Teaching through the Arts Masters Program. '

integrated L2ar e Specialist Program Core Courses:

Course A: Strategles and Resources for Arts Integration introduces teachers to Common Core
standards in math and English Language Arts, Teaching for Understanding and a method to
teach metacognitive thinking: The Studio Thinking Framework. Teachers explore a variety of
performance tasks in visual arts, dance and theater in relation to mathematics, English, history

and science. This course is an overview of curriculum design and assessment that fosters deep
thinking across disciplines.

Course B: Ongoing Assessment Strategies and Applications: Malking Learning Visible, Studio
Habits of Mind, Rubrics and Portfolios gives teachers more practical experience in ongoing
assessment strategies. The participants develop protocols, tools, and applications that are useful
for evaluating and deepening their own learning and their students’ learning. Participants also

choase an area of assessment to complete an action research project, and come together to
share work at the end of the course.

Course C: Collaborative Curriculum Design is where all of the practice and knowledge of
ongoing assessment comes together. Participants develop an arts integrated unit focused on
Common Core standards using the Teaching for Understanding framework and receive
feedback. Participants learn how to use a variety of protocols and tools for evatuating and

deepening classroom practice; they also consider points of inquiry, thinking deepty about their
own contexts and present their final unit to the group.
